St. Agnes Receives Grants�

St. Agnes Parish and Catholic School, Chicago Heights, IL, received notification of two grants they will receive: one for the school technology program and the other to support the expansion of the youth ministry in the parish. 


 


The first foundation grant, totaling $40,000, is being used to purchase 35 laptops and two charge carts that will bring portable technology to the classrooms. In addition, the grant provides funds for the purchase of a software program teachers will use to monitor each laptop in the classroom setting. The grant also provides for the purchase of 3 whiteboards, one per floor in a designated classroom, and unlimited technical support for the teachers as they learn to utilize the new technology in daily lesson plans. The grant will also fund updates to create a wireless network for the parish and school building.


 


The second grant of $3,000 from the Reverence Robert E. McLaughlin Faith Foundation will be used to develop opportunities for high school age students to remain actively involved in the liturgy and ministries of the parish. The program is in the planning stages and will begin with the start of the 2009-2010 school year.
